The Data

Hockey turfs were a strategic priority for the region to meet demand — there was a
Regional Facility Plan developed

Feasibility report for CMP established the current and future need

Hockey partnership funding with Council for DC contribution to 55% based on growth —
hockey grown 24% nationally in 3 years

Hockey is regarded as a leader in facility development — for playing surfaces
development & renewals

Endorsement under the Council Precinct Plan & Projects Works Plan for facility
Engagement with local schools into the facility in partnership with rugby - 6,000

participants for hockey in Auckland — junior / secondary / open grades

How Does it Happen

* Private Funding + Australian Government + OHF (FIH) + ONOC

» Can'’t leave all admin. & funding tasks up to Academy Coach

= ‘MOU’ required — ROLES | RESPONSIBILITIES | ACCOUNTABILITY
= HOCKEY priority — local access is free

» Other users (Futsal etc) pay - Equipment via other grant
