Hockey India will host the first FIH Men's Hockey World League Final at Major Dhyan Chand National Hockey
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Stadium in New Delhifrom 10-18 January 2014.

The tournament will see eight of the world's finest
teams in action and is the culmination of a journey
which began backin August 2012 when the first rounds
of the competition were played.

The event features two pools of four followed by
quarter-finals, semi-finals, classification and medal
matches. Pool A will feature reigning Olympic
Champions Germany alongside New Zealand, England
and hosts nation India, while current World

The Round-Robin pool phase will take place over three
competition days between 10th and 13th January.
Following the Round Robin, the teams will move into the
crossover quarter-final phase, with the pool winners
meeting the bottom team from the opposite pool. The
#2 and #3 finishers will also face-off in the knock out
quarter-final. From there, the winners move into semi-
finals and the medal games, with the losing teams
playing for placement.

The opening day of the tournament (Friday 10th
January) will feature all eight teams taking to the field.
Two matches from Pool B will kick things off, with
Australia and Belgium meeting at 1400 hrs IST before
Netherlands and Argentina go head to head at 1600 hrs
IST. In Pool A, Germany take on New Zealand at 1800 hrs
IST ahead of the mouth-watering meeting between
England and Indiaat 2000 hrs IST.

The Netherlands beat Malaysia 7-2 to secure the bronze medal.

The host team, India failed to book their berth for the quarter-finals and finished tenth in

the tournament. India had a good startin the tournament as they lost to the higher-ranked Holland 2-3 in
their opening match with a margin of only one goal. In the second league match India defeated Canada 3-
2 but the draw played against Korea 3-3 in their last league match was not enough to qualify for the
Quarters.

After the disappointment of not qualifying for next round, India defeated Argentina 4-2 in their
classification match before playing against Pakistan for ninth/tenth place play-off. In a high voltage clash
against Pakistan, India lost the match 4-5 via penalty shoot-out.

France, though were the story of 2013 Hero Hockey Junior World Cup. Over the period of 10 days, we did
not only witness the new, upcoming talents coming of age on the biggest stage of all, but—in France - also
the emergence of the newest hockey destination. France arrived discreetly in the competition but
managed to win over the American Champions (Argentina), European Champions (Belgium) and Asian
Champions (Malaysia) to progress to their first ever final in a top international event.

The smooth conduct of the Hero Hockey Junior World Cup in New Delhi also kicked off a series of
international tournaments that India will host in the next five years, starting with the World League final
inJanuary. Hockey fans are surely in for a treat!

Talented Indian junior Ramandeep Singh was the top pick of the day and went for USD 81,000 to Uttar
Pradesh Wizards. Ramandeep Singh who scored his maiden goal in his debut match at the 9th Men's Asia
Cup.

Amongst the overseas players Ryan Archibald went for USD 71,000 to new franchisee Kalinga Lancers.

Indian forward Nikin Thimmaiah got the second highest bid amongst the domestic players for USD
59,000 and was also bought by Uttar Pradesh Wizards.

The total 154 players put themselves forward for the Closed bid. The newly introduced franchise Kalinga
Lancers from Odisha bought 24 new players while Ranchi Rhinos bought 1 player, Dabur Mumbai

The six franchises spent a total of USD 1.37 million to buy 49 players from Australia, New Zealand, Spain,
Argentina, Ireland, England, South Africa and India.

Amongst the other Indian junior players Defender Gurjinder Singh was picked by Dabur Mumbai
Magicians for USD 56,000, forward Affan Yousuf picked by Jaypee Punjab Warriors for USD 35,000

Like all of the Continental Championships, the winners of the men's Oceania Cup tournaments always get direct
qualification to the World Cup. However, with Australian team having already achieved World Cup qualification
thanks to strong performances in the Hockey World League Semi Finals, the door was subsequently opened to
the teams that finished outside the top three at the Hockey World League Semi-Finals that had not yet qualified
for the World Cup.

India men's team who finished sixth place at the Rabobank Hockey World League Semi Final in Rotterdam has
proven to be enough for their participation and have also been handed their ticket for the World Cup.

The other teams including India who have qualified for the Rabobank World Cup are Argentina, Australia,
Belgium, England, Germany, Korea, Malaysia, Netherlands, New Zealand, South Africa and Spain.
